On Friday, October 6, SEAS Parish concluded the sale of the former St. Ignatius Church and
associated properties to Red Balloon Early Learning Center. | regret the need to close a church,
which ideally would remain a place of worship in perpetuity.

The Red Balloon ELC has been happily serving the communities of Carnegie and
the surrounding Pittsburgh areas for over 26 years and is looking forward to a new
location to continue their educational mission. The Red Balloon is honored to be a
part of the PA De p ak Gountsprogramfand Bdthares oot i ond s |
the Keystone Stars Performance standards of learning. The new location on Finley
Avenue will boast a large, 10+ classroom school to foster a rich and stimulating
environment for children 6 weeks old to 12 years of age. Future plans include
combining the two current locations into one large campus. An extensive remodel
of the main church will include a grand, open concept learning space to enhance
emotional, social, cognitive as well as physical development for young minds. With
opportunities for concrete; harats activities, the goal of The Red Balloon is to
prepare children for real world experience through active and engaging play. The
school is projected to be open at the beginning of 2018 with the main church
portion of the learning center following shortly after in the spring of 2018. An
outdoor courtyard is currently being designed as well and is projected to be
complete by opening day.

The sale price was $320,000, which will be applied to our debt for building SEAS Church in 2011.
This reduces our debt to about $1.7 million,
