With a prayer and blessing, they will board the bus, taking with them the clothing,
underwear, and suitcases donated by our parishioners for our annual visit to Monte Plata.

When they arrive in Santo Domingo, the Sisters, with other friends from the Portal, will pick them up at the
airport and bring them back to Monte Plata. Among other things that evening, they will meet their host families
and the other young people of the community and
officially begin their D.R. experience.

The days that follow will be full and interesting. They

will spend a lot of time at the Portal de Belén, playing
with the children, learning how the school works,

feeding the babies, and seeing the ways that the children
are cared for by the Portal community.

Our youth will also spend a good amount of time with
the teens and young adults of Monte Plata. They usually
spend their evenings together, sharing in dancing,
music, crafts, and when possible, conversation!

As a service to the community, they are also going to
paint some houses. One of the houses belongs to a blind g
woman who cares for her severely disabled husband '
while also raising her children and grandniece, and the other house belongs toa handlcapped young woman
whom the Sisters have been helping for years.

Their visit will include a trip to Santo Domingo to buy food for the school, a visit to Nagua to see the College

Dorm project and the Missionary Sisters of Jesus who
