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Joy.  It's there, apparently, all around us.  I often am too lazy to fast 
forward through the commercials as I catch up on a couple of             
favorite shows on the DVR, and I have noticed we are in the season 
of marketed joy.  Joy: when the TV dad drives up to the house            
replete with Christmas lights in a brand new SUV!  Joy, when the 
TV wife or girlfriend is gifted with a sparkly new piece of jewelry. 
Joy when . . . shoot, I am not even sure what they are shouting about 
with such joy in some of the ads, and certainly cannot identify with 
the amount of emotional display for what, a phone?  Please don't get 
me wrong: I am a very material kind of guy.  I can be very picky 
with the things I like to acquire and have been known to obsess with 
the choices.  Many years ago a co-worker admitted how annoying I 
had become at work when contemplating my new car purchase that 
year: a '97 Green Dodge RAM (standard transmission) or a brand 
new '99 Red Ford F150 (standard as well).  I ended up with the Ford. 
And my co-worker was able to get on with her workload without 
further interruption from my ruminations.  Joy really is not about 
having or being in the position to acquire those things, is it?  It's not 
even about having the best of circumstances.  The Introit for           
Gaudete Sunday comes from Philippians 4.4-5: 

 

"Rejoice in the Lord always; 
Again I say, rejoice. 

Indeed, the Lord is near." 
 

St. Paul has more: "Have no anxiety at all, but in everything, by 
prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, make your requests known to 
God. Then the peace of God that surpasses all understanding will 
guard your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus" (Phil. 4:6-7). There it 
is: true joy, the peace of Christ. 
 
Advent beckons us to stretch the horizon of our expectations.                   
Marketers will appeal to the very near horizon of consumer goods, 
but Advent appeals to our sense of expectation for the eternal.  This 
requires a certain asceticism of the heart, a willingness to become 
truthful about our own shallowness, and to yearn for something 
more. 
 
Whose arrival do we anticipate?  Jesus, the Christ (the Anointed 
One).  We prepare the way for Him when we seek the will of the  
Father through the Road of Repentance--the Highway of Saints--and 
treasure Him and His peace above all else.  The rest follows.  Hearts 
set on eternity become better handlers of the material things of this 
world, free to receive, free to give and let go.  But joy remains.  Joy 
remains as a foundational attitude of those called to be saints, and 
Christ's peace becomes the source of strength for all we yearn and 
intercede for in the beautiful relationships of family, friends and 
community.
