As an
ambassador for Jesus, Paul implores that the Corinthians
be reconciled to God through Jesus.

Gospel: Luke 15:1-3, 11-32

The Pharisees grew disgusted with Jesus because of his
compassion toward sinners. So Jesus told them a story of a
son who squandered his inheritance. When a famine broke

out, he returned home and asked his father to become a
hired hand. His father instead welcomed him with a joyful

celebration, just as God is overjoyed when a sinner
returns to him.
