The 
consequence is ñlegal blindnessò from even a brief 
exposure which will burn your central retina ar-
ea. Always use the special eclipse glasses, not ordi-
nary sunglasses. 
 
Finally, be especially diligent in protecting children 
from looking at the Eclipse.
