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 Message from Monsignor Ren® Mathieu: 
(1) By now, most have heard about the discovery of the remains of 
Fr. Clement Thibodeau, age 85. Fr. Clem was a graduate of 
St. Francis College in Biddeford (now UNE), ordained for the Diocese 
of Portland in May 1958, and was well known throughout the state of 
Maine. Among various assignments, he served in our county area as an 
assistant at Notre Dame Church, Springvale & chaplain at Nasson 
College (1958-66); chaplain at Notre Dame Institute, Alfred & instructor 

at St. Ignatius High School, Sanford (1966-70); and spiritual director at St. Louis High 
School, Biddeford (1969-70). The funeral Mass was celebrated on October 10 at Holy 
Rosary Church in Caribou. May his soul and the souls of all the faithful departed 
through the mercy of God rest in peace. (2) This Sunday, October 15, a communal 
celebration of the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick (without Mass) will be cele-
brated at Most Holy Trinity Church beginning at 2:00 pm. Who should be anointed? 
ñAnyone whose health is seriously impaired, before surgery whenever a serious illness 
is the reason for the surgery, elderly people who have become notably weakened even 
though no serious illness is present, and sick children who have sufficient use of reason 
(that is, the age of First Communion). The sacrament may be repeated if the sick person 
recovers after being anointed and then again falls ill, or if during the same illness the 
personôs condition becomes more serious.ò I urge parishioners who are not themselves 
in need of this sacrament to join us for this celebration in order to provide prayerful 
support of fellow parishioners in need of healing and comfort. (3) This year, St. Philip 
will host the annual ecumenical Thanksgiving service for churches in the Lyman area. 
If you can help, please contact the parish office or leave your name and telephone num-
ber with the sacristan after Mass. (4) Are you or a loved one divorced? Tribunal offi-
cials of the Diocese of Portland will host a program for people interested in learning 
more about the Catholic annulment process. Because there is much misinformation 
surrounding the topic of annulments, come learn what the Church actually teaches. The 
program next Saturday, October 21 at 9 am at Most Holy Trinity Church will describe 
the annulment process in our diocese, especially in light of the changes made in 2015 
by Pope Francis. There will be a question & answer session and an opportunity to speak 
to a canonist. (5) A possible ñJoy in Actionò for this week based on Pope Francisô apos-
tolic exhortation on the joy of the family, Amorus Laetitiae: Look for faith-enriching 
opportunities in your parish for your children and yourself. Some parishes offer family 
faith formation or have groups for parents and children. (6) I strongly urge parishioners 
to be photographed so we can have a pictorial parish directory enabling us to better 
know & name one another. You may schedule an appointment for a photo session 
online at our parish website or by calling the company directly (1-866-756-0281). 
(7) Just a thought: the striping of the new parking lot at St. Joseph was completed a 
year ago last week. (8) Thank You of the Week: To volunteers who worked with parish 
staff to clean, scrape, trim, cut, paint, patch, plant, prune, haul and do all sorts of other 
work to beautify our parish buildings, grounds and cemeteries over the course of the 
summer. Given the age of our facilities and the harshness of Maine winters, it is a never 
ending job!
